TIDYING UP OUR LIVES
How can we learn to look at the 
world through Christ’s eyes? These 
are tasks for life. But Advent is a time 
set aside to stop and reflect in a 
special way on how Christ comes into 
our life.
First, Advent directs us to the birth of 
Christ in Bethlehem. Our faith is not 
founded on feelings or emotions. It is 
founded on one clear fact: that in the 
birth of Jesus Christ, God came into 
the world as a human being.
Second, Advent directs our attention 
to Christ’s coming in our everyday 
life. He comes when we least expect 
him: in the awkward person we have 
to deal with; when we are feeling 
unwell and are tired with the 
difficulties of life. Our daily prayer 

helps us to prepare for those 
moments.
Finally, Advent directs us to Christ’s 
coming for the last time – the “day 
that will be sprung on you suddenly, 
like a trap”. If we have contemplated 
his coming at Christmas and in our 
daily life, this final coming will be no 
fearful scanning of the horizon, 
hoping we will not be caught 
unawares. On the contrary, it will be 
a welcoming of a God who has been 
as close to us as God is in our 
celebration of the Eucharist: a God 
with whom we have been in such 
close communion that we have 
learned to see the world through 
God’s eyes.
We respond … Revive an old 
promise that has been broken. 
Make peace with a friend or family 
member. Treat yourself as a holy 
vessel.

And then they will see the Son of 
Man coming in a cloud with power 
and great glory. 
When these things begin to take 
place, stand erect, hold your heads 
high, because your liberation is near 
at hand.
  
‘Watch yourselves, or your hearts 
will be coarsened with debauchery 
and drunkenness and the cares of 
life, and that day will be sprung on 
you suddenly, like a trap. For it will 
come down on every living man on 
the face of the earth. Stay awake, 
praying at all times for the strength 
to survive all that is going to happen, 
and to stand with confidence before 
the Son of Man.’

EXPLORING THE WORD 
Luke’s gospel is written for a Gentile 
church community who are caught in 
‘between’ times. The early Christians 
believed that Christ’s second coming 
was imminent—that Jesus would 
return soon as the Lord of Glory. As 
time passed, they had to rethink this 
belief. In this text, Luke addresses a 
community who are able to 
contemplate the past history of Jesus 
and the church while looking forward 
to his future coming as the Son of 
Man. The text deals with how 
Christians are to live in the ‘in-
between time’. They must be attentive 
to the gospel and live in readiness to 
meet their God. They must not be 
distracted by the cares and snares of 
the world, but be ready to stand 
confidently before the Son of Man.  

DID YOU KNOW?
• Advent is the beginning of the 

church’s liturgical year. 

• The Advent period is concerned 
with ‘waiting’ for the coming of the 
Christ child. 

• A recurring theme in the gospels 
read during Advent is looking 
towards the end times, when Christ 
will come again.
 

• Today begins the cycle of readings 
for Year C. This means that most of
